Important facts about the course:
1.
There will be up to eight participants this rotation.

2.   Currently, the political climate is not safe for travel to Mexico. Participants focus on advocacy work in communities along the border, particularly the South Texas colonias. Colonias are impoverished and unincorporated rural settlements along the U.S.-Mexico border that lack one or more elements of basic infrastructure.  With limited financial resources, colonia residents resort to designing and building their own homes, a process that can take years and results in makeshift homes.  The substandard living conditions created by detrimental housing in colonias have negative implications on the health status of colonia residents, especially among children.  
3.
Residents do not need a Texas Medical License.

4.
Residents need to have their program provide verification of their In-Training Permit or License and verification of medical liability coverage by their home institution.

5.
Residents need to make sure that their home institution will continue to pay their salary while they are on this elective.

6.
Costs: Residents receive a $250 stipend to help defray expenses. Residents will need to cover their own travel from their home institution to Harlingen/Brownsville and back home. Residents will need to cover their food costs and recreation. Visiting residents pay a $600 for housing that is arranged under the auspices of the UTHSCSA Regional Academic Health Center housing office. To help secure your space, after application is approved, residents can send the $600 check for housing payable to UTHSCSA Department of Pediatrics – CfC to   Ann Kruger, Administrator, UTHSCSA Department of Pediatrics, 7703 Floyd Curl Dr., Mail Code 7802, San Antonio, Texas, 78229. There is no cost for the course itself.

Flights: There are several options in flying to Brownsville, Texas. Continental Airlines flies directly into Brownsville. Continental and Southwest Airlines fly into Harlingen, Texas (30 minutes away). Continental and American Airlines fly into McAllen, Texas (60 minutes away).
